Muroran Institute of Technology

Muroran Institute of Technology (MuroranIT) accepts exchange students (Short-term study) from our overseas partner universities using the following kinds of student’s statuses muroran IT.

1. DEFINITION OF STUDENTS
(1)
Auditing student

   An auditing student is an undergraduate or graduate student from a foreign university who takes courses in an undergraduate or graduate department of this institution and who receives assessment for the courses taken.

Research student

   A research student is a graduate student who receives research guidance in a specified area in a graduate department of this institution. No assessment is given.

2. REQUIREMENTS FOR APPLICATION

Auditing student

    <Requirements>
    Persons applying for acceptance as an auditing student at this institution must be a full-time student in an undergraduate or graduate department of a foreign university and must have Japanese proficiency equivalent of about Level 2 (N2) of the Japanese Language Proficiency Examination given by the Japan Educational Exchanges and Services (JEES). (A passing mark in the Level 2 (N2) Japanese Language Proficiency Examination is desirable.) 

 <Courses>
  Applicants can select subjects for study from the respective lists of subjects offered in the undergraduate or graduate departments for 2009-2010. It should be noted that there may be some changes made to the lists of subjects offered in the following academic year. (Students must register for seven or more subjects in order to obtain a visa.)
